Our conference is being held at the Anna Akhmatova Literary
and Memorial Museum in St Petersburg. This is the house
where the shadows of Russian poets, writers and artists of the
1st half of the 20th century are still present: of figures such as
Anna Akhmatova, Osip Mandelstam, Nikolay Punin, Kazimir
Malevich, and Vladimir Tatlin. Their creative minds perceived
the European cultural space as a common area with a single set
of artistic and moral values. At the same time, they were able to
understand the complexity and uniqueness, the differences and
similarities of European and Russian history in the 20th century.
In her biography (meant as the biography of her generation)
Anna Akhmatova took the European and Russian events as
the starting point, matching and comparing them: «l was born
the same year as Charlie Chaplin and Tolstoy’s «The Kreutzer
Sonatav, the Eiffel Tower and probably Elliot. That summer
Paris was celebrating the centenary of the Bastille fall — 1889.
On the night of my birth it was and it is celebrated the famous

ancient Midsummer Night — June 23rd... We did not know in the
early 10's that we lived on the eve of the first European war and
the October revolution...». They were able to contemplate their
time and measure its depth by matching the Russian and the
European, to ask questions and try to answer them.

All this gives us an important context for dialogue: Russia and
Europe, Russia in Europe — the dialogue on contemporary forms
and perspectives for the European neighborhood in the 21st
century.

What is the place of St Petersburg in the world today, what is the
place of Russia? In the context of the current debate about the
nature of Europe, at the present event, Russian intellectuals will
exchange views with their European colleagues about the current
scene.

The idea is for partici-
pants to meet, to pose questions and to receive answers to burn-
ing issues. In this way, it is hoped the event will prove to be a
genuine, mutually-enriching dialogue.
